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1.  BASIS

We are surrounded by people that take care of us, feed us and love us. In this unit we will focus on family, friends, neighbours and school. Regarding family we will study the family tree and the importance to share the home tasks between the family members. Then, we will study friendship and the community. We will study the school, its organization, its objectives and different functions that each member of the educational community has. At the end of the unit we will do some activities to assimilate the contents.
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2.  METHODOLOGY
In this unit the pupils will be able to explain how a family is structured, identify the duties that the family members develop and they will be aware of the values that are at the base of family life. They will know their neighbours and friends; identify values and feelings that are linked to human coexistence. They will also learn to identify the educational role of the schooling institution, as well as behaving correctly.
