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1.  BASIS
The contents and activities in this unit focus on the concept of landscapes; we will identify their main elements, distinguishing between interior landscapes, like mountain and flat landscapes, and coastal landscapes. We will study the lifestyles and types of jobs that the landscapes create. We will also work on respect and taking care of nature.
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2.  METHODOLOGY
In this unit the pupils will gain a better understanding of the landscape and will be able to identify its main elements and the different forms it can present. They will be able to reason about the influences of the landscape’s characteristics on life and work. They will respect and know how to take care of nature.
