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1. 
BASIS
This unit focuses on the Earth, its movements and the consequences of its movements: the seasons, days and nights. The seasons, days and nights and the calendar constitute known contents that student's have previously observed. However, they do not understand the movements of the Earth. The concepts and specific vocabulary will be extended upon. 
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2. 
METHODOLOGY
In this unit pupils will gain a better understanding of the Earth, its shape and our responsibility to keep the hydrosphere and atmosphere clean. They will further explore the concepts of day and night and why they occur. They will also expand their knowledge of the seasons and concepts of keeping time.
