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1. 
BASIS
The unit focuses on water, which is an element pupils are familiar with. We will explore such concepts as places in nature where we might find water, their uses and drinking and non-drinking water.  The values to be covered in this topic focus on being environmentally responsible, placing particular emphasis on saving water as an indispensable resource and means for preventing water contamination. 
Using the work sheet, we will begin to establish a dialogue and introduce the topic at hand, since it is essential to begin with an understanding of the previous knowledge, which forms the basis for the unit.
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2. 
METHODOLOGY
In this unit pupils will gain a better understanding of the importance of water and its different uses. They will expand their knowledge of where to find water in nature. They will be able to express what water pollution is and why it is important we keep water clean. They will learn to differentiate between drinking and non-drinking water.
