BASIS
The unit focuses on landscapes. Pupils will focus on different types of landscapes like mountain, plain and coastal landscapes and their characteristics, such as plains, rivers, crops, valleys, lakes, ranges, cliffs, beaches, islands and ports. They will also focus on orientating their selves using the landscape surrounding them.
