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1. 
BASIS
In this unit pupils will learn about school and family. They will learn about family relationships and the importance of collaboration in household chores.  
At this age, their friends are mainly fellow students and, therefore, values such as solidarity, sharing and the peaceful resolution of conflicts will be developed.
Pupils will review concepts previously learnt and build upon that.
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2. 
METHODOLOGY
By the end of this unit, pupils will be able to name and describe members of their family and their relations in a family tree. They will also learn about the importance of responsibility and helping at home. They will be able to name who works at a school and say what they do. Finally they will review how to get along with one another and follow classroom rules.
