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UNIT 5
1.  BASIS

The pupils already know that animals are able to perceive what is happening in their surroundings and can react to it. They themselves"interact" with others and perceive the world around them. We will study in detail which parts of our body (the sense organs) allow us to know what is going on around us and which organ systems (mainly muscles) produce responses in coordinated actions (our brain and nervous system). 

Throughout the unit specific vocabulary corresponding to the anatomical description of the sense organs, the skeleton and the muscles will be introduced. A large number of terms are presented, but it is important that pupils are aware of the processes of perception / processing and coordination / execution. The unit contents cover how we react to the world around us; our eyes and our sense of sight; our ears and our sense of hearing; the mucous membrane and our sense of smell; the tongue and our sense of taste; the skin and our sense of touch; our locomotor system. There are two projects. The first deals with looking after your body and in the second pupils make their own word file.
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2.  METHODOLOGY
By the end of the unit, pupils will be able to briefly describe the processes involved in the function of interaction and identify in images the organs of sight, hearing, taste, smell and touch. They will learn about the locomotor system and how it works. They will understand information and acquire vocabulary about the human interaction function and will be able express their knowledge both orally and in writing.
